Scar f

Size: 4” wide x 54” long

Level: Beginner

Materials:

« DMC Traditions Crochet Cotton
(Art.145), size 10, color # Ecru or
712 — 1 ball (400yards/ball)

» Steel Crochet Hook: Size 6 (1.8 mm)

Gauge: 6 rows patst=2",9dc=1"

Abbreviations:

ch = Chain

dc = Double Crochet
pat st = Pattern Stitch
sc = Single Crochet
sl st = Slip Stitch

st = Stitch

Sp = Space

Instructions:

Pattern Stitch:

Row 1: Ch 4 (counts as*ldc and ch 1), *skip 1
dc, dc in next dc, ch 1, rep from * across. Turn.
Row 2: Ch 3, 2 dc in % dc, *ch 2, skip 2 dc, [2
dc, ch 2, 2 dc] in next dc, rep from * across.
Turn.

Row 3: Ch 3, 2 dc in %dc, *ch 2, skip ch 2 sp,
[2 dc, ch 2, 2 dc] in next ch 2 sp, rep from *
across, ending with 3 dc in top of ch 3. Turn.

Row 4: Ch 3, 2 dcin dc, *ch 1, sc over the ch
2 sps of the last 2 rows, ch 1, [2 dc, ch 2, 2inic]
next ch 2 sp, rep from * across. Turn.

Row 5: Ch 1, sc in Tdc, *ch 5, sc in next ch 2
sp, rep from * across. Turn.

Row 6: Ch 3, *5 dc in ch 5 sp, dc in sc, rep from
*across. Turn.

Scarf:

First Half:

Ch 39, dc in % ch from hook and in ea ch
across. Work in pat st until scarf measures 27”
(or desired length), ending with Row 4 of pat st.
Fasten off.

Second Half:

Join with sl st in opposite side of starting ch.
Work same number of rows in pat st as worked
for First Half of scarf, ending with Row 4 of pat
st. Fasten off.

Finishing:
Lightly press scarf with steam iron set to cotton.
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
